Old Business

1. SDSU accounting articulation: 
Articulation Officers shared that yesterday at the County Regional meeting; Stephanie Samuels, Articulation Officer at San Diego State University, made an announcement that SDSU will not accept articulation of accounting courses that have not been submitted through the LDTP process. In addition, she stated that SDSU will no longer evaluate prior completed accounting courses on student transcripts. Duane suggested the following options for SDCCD: 

1)      Continue to not participate in the LDTP.

2)      Submit only accounting courses through the LDTP for the purpose of review at SDSU.

3)      Submit only a limited number of courses that are part of impacted programs at the CSU system.

4)      Participate fully in LDTP.

 

Articulation Officers will present these options to CIC during the first meeting in the fall. In addition, Duane suggested the idea of a letter from the Chancellor to SDSU’s president protesting SDSU’s actions.

2. Community College continuing education articulation:
Pat Mostellar, President of Academic Senate at Continuing Education, has questions on how the articulation process is going to work for continuing ed. Shelly explained that next year Credit by Exam will be in place for continuing education, so students can petition to have college credit this way. Shelly will meet with Mario and Lynne to find out more on the process.

New Business
3. SOC membership and alignment of articulated courses:
Duane shared that Mesa college is a member of the SOC network; the college is not listed in the guide book as a member because it joined too late to be published in the book. Duane suggested the three Articulation Officers get together and go through the SOC guide in order to ensure our aligned courses are articulated in a consistent manner. The SOC liaison for Miramar is Peter White, V.P. of Student Services and for City is Ron Manzoni, V.P. of Instruction. Juliette will find out who the contact is for Mesa. 

4. CSU GE in AP chart:
Duane shared that at the CIAC conference it was announced that the CSU system is working on an AP chart for the CSU GE pattern. Once the Articulation Officers receive the information, they will forward it to Instructional Services (Shelly and Michelle). 
5. USC/BIOL 107:
During a conversation at the CIAC conference, Duane overheard that online lab science courses are not accepted for CSUGE and IGETC. Duane said that he was unable to find any documentation confirming this policy. However, if documentation is available, he will pursue revising the online certification for BIOL 107 to comply with the policy. 

6. American Institutions catalog changes:
Articulation Officers agreed to make the following changes in the catalog:
a) Under the American Institutions/California Government for the Associate Degree chart: Change the third bullet to: “Completion of the Advanced Placement examination in U.S. History with a score of 3 or higher will satisfy the requirement for the CSU American Institutions Area US-1 only.”

b) Under the CSU U.S. History, Constitution and American Ideals certification courses chart: Change the first bullet to: “Three units of coursework used to fulfill this requirement may also be used to fulfill the SDCCD Area D, Social and Behavioral Sciences general education requirement.”
7. GE options for 2008-2009 catalog: 
The GE options will be discussed tomorrow at CIC, Duane proposed that if the 4th option is problematic, CIC can vote on the first three options and discuss the 4th option at the first CIC of the next academic year. 
8. “Double counting” in major discipline for associate degree:
More information is needed on this item, Shelly will look at Title 5 and Duane will look at CIAC e-mails. Add item to the next DAC agenda.
9. IGETC and CSUGE language in catalog:
Mesa agreed to remove the following sentence from the IGETC language in the catalog:
“The following information is based on the 2007-2008 articulation agreements and/or course offerings and is subject to change. Please contact the Counseling Department for updates”.

10. CAN update:
Articulation Officers agreed to list CAN information for the 2008-2009 catalog.
11. UCTCA-IGETC discrepancies:
Articulation Officers will submit the corrections to UCTCA/IGETC on the first UCTCA draft.
12. 2008-2009 DAC calendar:
Duane is unable to attend the last DAC meeting of the 2008-2009 academic year.
