Old Business

1. CAN update:
Articulation Officers will make a decision to remove CAN information on schedules and catalogs after attending the regional California Intersegmental Articulation Council meeting. 
New Business
2. SDSU ACCT 201 and 202 articulation:

Articulation Officers agreed not to post the course outlines for these courses on OSCAR as requested by SDSU. The course outlines will be submitted along with the yearly SDSU Articulation Renewal Packet.
3. UCTCA-IGETC discrepancies:
Articulation Officers suggested compiling a list of discrepancies among UCTCA, IGETC and Catalog listings. Michelle will create a chart and will e-mail to Articulation Officers. On the October 3rd meeting, Articulation Officers will review the list and make recommendations; any changes will be noted on the second UCTCA submission.
4. GEOG 104 revision:
Mesa will create a revision proposal, Juliette will e-mail the proposal to Duane and he will put it through CurricUNET for approval.

5. CSU American Institutions and Political Science courses:
Shelly will e-mail Juliette the CurricUNET deadlines; Juliette in turn will give faculty a deadline to push POLI 101, 102 and 102A proposals through the approval process in CurricUNET so the courses are approved by CIC in time to be submitted for transferability approval.
6. Timeline for one college to offer a course that is already active at another college with UCTCA, CSUGE and IGETC approval:

Juliette specifically talked about SOCO 223; the course is being activated at Mesa and is already offered at City and Miramar. Juliette is concerned that the course will not be approved by CIC on time to be submitted for transferability approval. She will take the issue to Mesa’s Curriculum committee.
7. HEAL 190 revision:
Miramar will take the lead revising the course to prevent loosing articulation with SDSU.
